Preparation:
Use sandpaper to smooth any rough areas; apply Deco-
Art MultiPurpose Sealer with a large brush; when sealer 
has dried, lightly sand surface again.  Use an appropri-
ate size brush for the area being painted.

Paint Instructions:
Base the entire box with Snow White.
Paint the back of the interior of the box and the bottom 
of the interior of the box with Country Red.
Paint all the edges with Lamp Black.
Measure a ¼” border on the back and top edges of the 
sides of the box; paint this border Lamp Black. 
Transfer the pattern and paint all the music with Lamp 
Black.  The #2 Shader brush is the perfect size for paint-
ing the black piano keys.
Stencil the letters for “Notes” with Country Red.

Finishing:
Spatter the box with Lamp Black and spatter again with 
Country Red.
Finish with several light coats of DecoArt Acrylic Spray 
Sealer/Finisher - Matte
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Pattern at 100%
